The November 1, 2018 JCPC meeting was held at the Bladen County Health Department Conference room and was called to order at 12:00 pm by Chairman, Larry Hayes. 
Attendance/Roll call was provided by Sara West.  There were 13 members in attendance. A quorum was present.
The minutes of October 4, 2018 were reviewed.  Upon a motion by Livingston Lewis, seconded by Joey Todd, the minutes were approved as presented.
The Minutes of September 6, 2018 were presented for approval.  Upon a motion by Joey Todd, seconded by Livingston Lewis, the minutes were approved as presented.

The JCPC Administrative Financial Report was given by Sara West thru October 3, 2018.  The beginning balance was $13,700.00 with YTD expenses in the amount of $ 3,642.06 leaving an ending balance of 

$ 10,057.94.
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Public Comment:   Mike Garrell of the Boys and Girls Home of Lake Waccamaw spoke to the group regarding their new program “C.R.E.A.T.E. Hope”. The C.R.E.A.T.E. Hope Program provides treatment and advocacy services to child crime victims (ages 4-18 years old) and their non-offending caregivers in rural Southeastern North Carolina. Child victim(s) and non-offending caregiver(s) enrolled in the C.R.E.A.T.E. Hope Program receive evidence based trauma-informed mental health services through individual, group, and family therapy. Advocacy services include: crisis intervention and response, support, advocacy, education, linkage/referral to community supports, and wraparound case management services focused on meeting needs of client and strengthening the family. CHP uses a multidisciplinary approach to promote collaboration between all systems and professionals to guide treatment planning and care coordination. 
Also Mr. Garrell advised that they had completed their application for the Children’s Advocacy Program.
Michael Ramey with the Division of Vocational Rehabilitation Services stated that they serve people with disabilities and work with employers to hire people with disabilities.

Monthly JCPC Program Reports:
Teen Court/Restitution & Community Service report, included with original minutes, was given by Joel Fulton.
Life Skills Program report, included with original minutes, was given by Elizabeth Blanks.  Ms. Blanks advised that she has been asked to be on the Bladen County Collaborative Board which meets on the 4th Wednesday of the month.
Dr. Margaret Lawrence spoke regarding the Supportive Services for Students and Parents. Dr. Lawrence stated that they have five (5) parents to enroll and Elizabeth Core, principal at Elizabethtown Middle School would like to target 6th grade students.
Stephen Rieman advised the group regarding the status of the ART – Coastal Horizon program. Mr. Rieman stated that they have 41 admissions in Bladenboro and Elizabethtown Middle Schools.

Sub-Committee Reports:  Chairman Hayes discussed sub-committee appointments.
Old Business:   Requested those members that haven’t completed a Conflict of Interest form to complete a form before leaving the meeting.
Chief Court Counselor’s Report:  Lance Britt, Chief Court Counselor, spoke briefly regarding the changes to take effect in December 2019, regarding “Raise the Age” that applies to 16- and 17-year-olds accused of misdemeanors and low-level felonies such as larcenies, break-ins and other non-violent crimes.  He stated that the system will double with juveniles and funding is needed. His department is working with various departments to implement new programs.
The Next JCPC meeting is scheduled for December 6, 2018
