Individuals/Delegations Wishing to Address Commissioners:

A. Commissioner Bullock introduced Southeastern Community and Family

Services, Inc. Chief Executive Officer Erica J. Whitaker to provide an update
regarding available services. Ms. Whitaker expressed appreciation and
introduced Head Start Director Tonie Brite and Community Development
Block Grant Program Director Stephanie Ashley. Ms. Whitaker stated that
Commissioner Bullock served as Chair of the SCFS Board and she expressed
gratitude for his leadership.

Ms. Brite and Ms. Ashley provided a brief overview of SCFS services
provided to the citizens of Bladen County, focusing on the entire family.

Ms. Whitaker encouraged the Board to reach out to SCFS for services
available to low-income individuals in Bladen County.

Commissioner Bullock stated that the road to the Head Start location on David
Street has been washed out since Hurricane Michael in early October.
However, Ms. Whitaker and Ms. Brite stated that access to the Head Start
location would be soon be restored.
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Chairman Britt and the entire Board expressed appreciation.

ITEM 3. Matters of Interest to Commissioners:

Chairman Britt recognized Commissioner Cogdell to address the Board. Commissioner Cogdell
asked that, in future election years, the proposed Board Meeting Schedule and include an
alternate date for the day prior to a primary or general election.

Chairman Britt recognized Commissioner Peterson to address the Board. Commissioner
Peterson asked Mr. Martin to research the possibility of recycling shingles. He also inquired
regarding a memorial brick in honor of Trooper Kevin Conner to be included in the First
Responders’ Memorial on the Courthouse front lawn. He further inquired regarding Division on
Aging in-home aides. He indicated that employees who serve as in-home aides would have to
drive from their homes to pick up a car at the Division on Aging Building before starting their
daily duties. Some of their clients may be in their home communities. Commissioner Peterson
asked that Mr. Martin look into this matter and provide alternatives for these employees.

Chairman Britt recognized Commissioner Bullock to address the Board. Commissioner Bullock
asked about employees in similar situations during disasters. Commissioner Cogdell stated that
policies would need to be consistent.

Chairman Britt inquired regarding the current Inclement Weather policy. He stated that a
number of essential employees who were expected to work during Hurricane Florence had
expressed frustration concerning other employees who were not required to report to work but
were paid a regular daily wage. He inquired regarding FEMA reimbursement for employee
compensation. Mr. Martin stated that FEMA would reimburse the county for overtime paid to
those employees, but would not reimburse the county for an employee’s regular daily wages.
Mr. Martin stated that employees who had accrued overtime hours have been compensated for
those hours. Chairman Britt asked that the policy be reviewed for possible revision or
clarification.

Chairman Britt recognized Commissioner Bullock to address the Board. Commissioner Bullock
announced that Baldwin Branch Missionary Baptist Church on Hwy. 242 South has scheduled a
Hurricane Florence Relief effort at 10am on Saturday, November 10. He stated that this would
provide an opportunity for those individuals impacted by Hurricane Florence to receive food
items, toiletries, water, and cleaning supplies.

Chairman Britt announced that, following multiple conversations and making additional
contacts, that Bladen County has been approved for FEMA Direct Housing Program services.
He stated that this program would provide mobile housing units in Hurricane Florence impacted
areas. Commissioner Bullock inquired regarding FEMA denial correspondence which some
applicants have been receiving. Chairman Britt stated that those individuals, if denied by
FEMA, should apply for a financial assistance loan through the Small Business Agency (SBA).
If the individual is denied for a SBA loan, the individual could then return to FEMA for financial
assistance.

ITEM 4. Special Recognition:

A. Chairman Britt recognized Captain Jeff Singletary upon his retirement
effective November 1, 2018. Chairman Britt and the entire Board expressed
appreciation to Captain Singletary. Sheriff McVicker expressed gratitude for
Captain Singletary’s service to the county and for his involvement in a
successful Detention and Law Enforcement Center construction project.
Sheriff McVicker thanked Captain Singletary and his entire family for their
service.

ITEM 6. Division on Aging: (Kelly Robeson, Director)

A. Mrs. Robeson provided a brief overview of a NC Family Caregiver Support
Program which Lumber River Area Agency on Aging has asked Bladen
County Division on Aging to administer. She stated that by providing
administration services for this program, mileage would be a minimal cost

ITEM 10. County Manager: (Greg Martin)

A. Mr. Martin reviewed Board calendars for the months of November and
December 2018.

B. Mr. Martin provided an overview of correspondence recently received from
Bladen County Schools and Bladen Youth Focus, Inc. related to property
adjacent to the Paul R. Brown Leadership Academy. He stated that Bladen
County Schools has determined that the property is no longer necessary for
school purposes. Pursuant to NCGS 115C-518, the Board of Education “shall
offer the property to the board of commissioners at a fair market price or at a
price negotiated between the two boards. If the board of commissioners does
not choose to obtain the property as offered, the board of education may
dispose of such property”. Mr. Martin briefly reviewed the correspondence
submitted by Bladen Youth Focus Project, Inc. which requested no conditions
be included in the deed should the conveyance of the property be approved.
Mr. Martin indicated that should the Board determine that the County has no
need for the property, the approval to convey the property is a decision to be
made by the Board of Education.

Commissioner Cogdell made a motion to release the property and for
correspondence to be submitted to the Board of Education for details of the
conveyance to be determined by the Board of Education. Commissioner
Munn-Goins provided a second.

Following additional discussion, Commissioner Peterson made a motion to
release the property but to request that standard conditions be included to
allow ownership of the property to revert to Bladen County Schools if the
property is no longer being used for public purposes. Commissioner Dowless
provided a second to Commissioner Peterson’s motion. Upon a vote of eight
(8) AYES (Peterson, Dowless, Priest, Gooden, Bullock, Britt, Trivette, Munn-
Goins) to one (1) NO (Cogdell), the motion was approved.

C. Mr. Martin provided an overview of a request submitted by Bladen’s
Bloomin’ Agri-Industrial, Inc. for a financial contribution to assist with the
small business incubator project in downtown Elizabethtown. Mr. Martin
suggested an amount of $10,000 for the Board’s consideration. Following
discussion and upon a motion by Commissioner Peterson, seconded by
Commissioner Trivette, the Board unanimously approved a $10,000 financial
contribution to be appropriated from existing County funds earmarked for
economic development projects.

D. Mr. Martin stated that the North Carolina Association of County
Commissioners (NCACC) is soliciting goals for the 2018-19 Federal
Legislative Agenda. He stated that input and proposals concerning federal
issues that impact North Carolina counties could be considered. He stated that
the deadline to submit is 5:00pm on Friday, November 16. Chairman Britt
suggested providing a deadline or timeframe for federal funds awarded for
disaster relief. Mr. Martin stated that he would draft a proposal for submittal
to NCACC.

Chairman Britt recognized Commissioner Munn-Goins to address the Board. Commissioner
Munn-Goins asked for updates regarding a proposed school construction project and NC
Department of Transportation debris pick up program. She also addressed concerns regarding
signs in the Kelly, East Arcadia, and Carvers Creek area which are leaning and require attention,
potholes on Kennedy Store Road, and solid waste convenience sites in need of repair. Mr.
Martin stated that there are funds budgeted for paving projects at five (5) solid waste
convenience sites. He stated that he would reach out to NCDOT representatives for updates
regarding the debris pickup, potholes, and signs which need attention.

Chairman Britt addressed the school construction topic. He stated that it has been determined
that construction standards are more specific for cafeterias and gymnasiums, but that the school
facility itself can be constructed in a manner similar to Emereau-Bladen Charter School.

ITEM 11. Individuals/Delegations Wishing to Address Commissioners:
Chairman Britt recognized Reverend Larry Hayes to address the Board. Mr. Hayes stated the

willingness of the Cry Out Bladen committee to work with the County of Bladen to provide a
memorial to Trooper Kevin Conner during a Cry Out Bladen event. He shared that the Cry Out
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event, usually scheduled in September, will be scheduled possibly before the end of the year.
The event was not held in September due to Hurricane Florence.

Upon a motion by Commissioner Peterson, seconded by Commissioner Cogdell, the meeting was
unanimously adjourned at 7:51pm.
