Attendance/Roll call was provided by Sara West.  There were 22 members in attendance. A quorum was present.


The JCPC Administrative Financial Report was given by Sara West thru 1-31-2 020.  The beginning balance was $13,064.00 with Expansion Funds received of $1,264.00 for a total Budget of $14,328.00. YTD expenses in the amount of $ 5100.00 leaving an ending balance of $ 9,244.57.  

Public Comment:   Mike Garrell with the Boys and Girls Home introduced Brianna Holton, Clinician Advocate for the Girls and Boys Home. Ms. Hope advised of the new program C.R.E.A.T.E Hope, offered by the Boys & Girls Homes of NC. The C.R.E.A.T.E Hope program provides treatment and advocacy services to child victims (4-18 years old) of crime and their non-offending caregivers free of charge. .Ms. Holton provided brochures to the members.  Sara West advised that she have the brochure added to the JCPC website.

Membership/Nominations Committee:  Chairman Jimmy Smith advised that the four individuals names submitted to the Bladen County Board of Commissioners for approval as board members or their designee were present. Funding Committee:  Chairman Greg Elkins advised that  the Bladen County JCPC Request for Proposals for FY 2020-21 in the amount of $170,423 was advertised in the Bladen Journal beginning on Friday, January 17, 2020 with deadline for Proposals of February 18, 2020.

Monitoring Committee: Dr. Ophelia Munn-Goins stated that the monitoring committee had completed their monitoring reports.  Monitoring reports were approved by the members.

New Business:

Jimmy Smith stated that the conference room at that Health Department appeared to be a great place to hold future meetings of the JCPC.  A motion was made by Joey Gore, seconded by Greg Elkins to have Sara West, JCPC Coordinator to pursue avenue for changing the venue of the JCPC meetings to the Bladen County Health Department. Motion carried.
