The March 12, 2020 JCPC meeting was held at the Bladen County Health Department Conference Room and was called to order at 12.00 pm by Chairman, Larry Hayes. 

[bookmark: _Hlk2246652]The minutes of February 6, 2020 were reviewed.  Upon a motion by, Joey Todd, seconded by Greg Elkins, the minutes were approved with correcting the name of Joey Todd rather than Joey Gore.

Attendance/Roll call was provided by Sara West.  There were 14 members in attendance. A quorum was present.

The JCPC Administrative Financial Report was given by Sara West thru 2-28-2020.  The beginning balance was $14,328.00 with YTD expenses in the amount of $ 6,993.00, leaving an ending balance of $ 7,351.49.  
Public Comment:    Ashlynn Campbell with the Boys and Girls Home advised that they had a new program entitled “Success Coach Services” which is a voluntary program to support children and families who have been reunified, those families that are in the process of active reunification (unsupervised visits or trial home placement), and those families who might benefit from post adoption support.  Success Coaches will promote and enhance child wellbeing by strengthening resiliency, providing support, and advocating for families, as we strive to reduce recidivism.

Sub-Committee Reports:    

Membership/Nominations Committee:  Chairman Jimmy Smith advised that Donald Melvin had submitted his resignation to the Board due to health issues.  Chairman Smith ask that the Membership/Nominations Committee members remain after the meeting for a short committee meeting.

Funding Committee:  Chairman Greg Elkins advised that the Funding Committee had met at 10:30 am just prior to the meeting and recommended the following programs and awarding of funds in the amount of $170,423 for the FY 2020-2021 as follows: 
Teen Court/Restitution & Community Services,   $ 53,325
4-H Juvenile Services - Life Skills - $51,243
Anger Replacement Training Group (ART) - $35,495
Boys and Girls Home - $18,360
JCPC Administration - $12,000

The recommendation of the funding committee to award the programs as outlined above was unanimously approved by the Board.

Monitoring Committee: Dr. Ophelia Munn-Goins stated that the monitoring committee would like the program managers to take approximately ten (10) minutes and present their programs to the JCPC Board at the regular board meetings.  Dr. Munn-Goins will visit with the program managers to schedule the presentations.

		Fall Conference for Juvenile Services will be held in October, Carolina Beach, NC
Members were advised to let the chairman know if interested in attending so registration and accommodations can be made. In the past the Chairman and Vice Chairman have attended the conferences.
