The January 11, 2018, JCPC meeting was held at the Powell-Melvin Agricultural Center and was called to order at 12:00 pm by Chairman, Larry Hayes.  Donald Melvin provided the invocation.
Attendance/Roll call was provided by Sara West.  There were 15 members in attendance. A quorum was present.
Upon a motion by Livingston Lewis, seconded by Jimmy Smith, the minutes of December 7, 2017 were approved.
The JCPC Administrative Financial Report was given by Sara West thru December 31, 2017.  The beginning balance was $13,745.90 with YTD expenses in the amount of $4,379.08; leaving an ending balance of $9,366.82.
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Public Comment:      Mike Garrell of the Boys and Girls Home of North Carolina, Inc., stated that the Boys and Girls Home has received a Governor’s Crime Commission Grant that will provide evidence-based and trauma informed treatment to underserved child victims in rural southeastern, NC.  
The program will hire 3 licensed Clinician/Advocates and a Clinical Director, trained in evaluating the needs child trauma victims and implementing evidenced based treatment modalities to include Trauma-focused Cognitive Behavioral Therapy.
Chairman Hayes reported that he visited a young man that had shaking syndrome which caused him to be blind and mute.  He stated that he would like for Bladen County to be on the top of the list in helping the youth.

Greg Elkins, Chairman of the Funding committee advised that the RFP in the amount of $144,251 for 2017-2018 with a required local match of 10% had been approved by the Funding Committee.

Chief Court Counselor Lance Britt spoke briefly regarding “Raise the Age” effective in 2019.  2019 is now next year.  Our role is going to be in a larger capacity than ever before.  His office will serve the less violent crimes for ages up to 18 years old.
