· Request for Proposal (RFP)- Substance abuse was not listed as a needed program because the county already has a substance abuse program. R. Tillman also said the RFP needed to be sent to the newspaper, put on the website, and emailed to board members once complete.

· SPEP- all program coordinators have received their plans. R. Tillman sent them an email about presenting their enhancement plans at the February meeting. Their presentations will include how they are correcting their deficiencies in their programs.
